The following products are available from IKEA and we believe that they offer fantastic value
for a lockable glass display case.

They are ‘flat-pack’ and you are expected to build them yourself, so this solution may not be
suitable for everyone.

Slatwall Panels from
Metaza.com = £29.95 (4pcs)

These optional 350mm (w) x
129mm (h) slatwall panels are
designed to be stuck onto the
glass back of the display
cabinet.

With these fitted you can hang
hooks/products within the glass
cabinet making the display look
much more professional and
organised.



1. Build the BIBY Cabinet.

Once you have built the BIBY glass cabinet,
carefully lay it flat.

2. Fit the HOPEN Spotlight.

Fit the spotlight as described in the instructions and affix
the light to the inside of the top white panel.

We used Velcro strips to do this.

3. Apply the Adhesive.

Use a very strong adhesive to fix the slatwall panels to the
glass.

We used Hard As Nails for this and it works perfectly.
It is available from hardware stores.

Be sure to follow instructions on the tube.



4. Fix the Panels in Place.

Keep the cabinet laid flat to avoid the panels
slipping before the adhesive has a chance to
harden.

Leave it 12-24 hours to fully harden,
preferably still laid flat.

5. Once Stuck.

Once the adhesive has
hardened it should be
okay to hang hooks and
products.

6. Display Products.

Display the products the way you think that
they would have most impact.

We recommend that you display engraved
samples on the shelving allowing the light
to shine on them.
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
